Bate Middle School Phone User Agreement
The primary use for usage of cell phones in classroom instruction is educational. Use of the devices for entertainment during the school day is prohibited. Devices may be checked by any teacher at random to ensure compliance.  Classroom instruction will always have an alternate device for instruction.  All students do not have cell phones; therefore, there will always be an alternate of action incorporated into the lesson plans.  Your child will never have points taken off because they do not have a cell phone.  The alternative method (school computer, group activity or handwritten) will be fully explained with each lesson.  
Each child has different cell phone plans. Please discuss the available minutes and text messaging with your child so that they are fully aware of not going over their minutes or text messages.  The school is not responsible for any minutes or text messages that your child uses above their allotted ones given in their cell phone plan.

The rules established by the Danville District apply to cell phones in classroom instruction.  The guidelines outlined in the student planner include the following:

· Students are not allowed to use cell phones or have them turned on during the regular school day.

· Students caught using cell phones or having them out will have them confiscated for a parent/guardian to pick up.

Digital etiquette and safety will be taught to the students and followed in classroom instruction.  The following special guidelines will be adhered regarding cell phone usage for classroom instruction:

· Cell phones will be only be taken out in the class in which they are being utilized for classroom instruction.  

· Cell phones will be turned on following the teacher’s instruction.

· Cell phones will be turned off following the teacher’s instruction.

· The digital language and photographs used by the student during classroom instruction must be appropriate.
· All activities (calls and text messages) are made in compliance with the teacher’s instruction.  Students are not allowed to call, text message or take photos of anyone other than the designated person/s.

· The school is not responsible for damaged or stolen cell phones.  The school is not responsible for any cost inferred on the students’ cell phones.

· Failure to comply with the cell phone guidelines and etiquette will result in loss of classroom cell phone privileges.  There will be no warnings.  This guideline will apply to first time offenders.
The opportunity to use the cell phone as a learning resource is a privilege.  If students abuse this privilege, they will be given an alternative assignment that does not involve the Internet or cell phone.  By signing below, I hereby pledge to follow ALL rules outlined by the Danville Schools’ Acceptable Use Policy that I have already dated and signed at the beginning of the school year and this agreement. The rules outlined here are subject to additions and change at any time.
