Researchers believe that multiple literacies provide a bridge between the real-life texts of the community and school learning.  We recognize the potential for technology to improve and enhance the educational experience of our students.  Therefore, at Bate Middle School we are in the process of moving from 97% direct instruction to a greater degree of student led instruction.

Today, technology is a large part of literacy practices outside of school and is considered one of the multiple literacies in today’s society.  Therefore, Bate Middle School is reconceptionalizing our education theory to include the technology tools and knowledge that students already possess. Students will now have better opportunities to connect learning inside and outside of school.  The Literacy Committee envisioned creating a RED (rigorous and relevant, engaging and differentiated)  learning environment that fosters deeper cognitive development through inquiry, real and relevant project-based learning, and differentiated instruction – all supported by continuous access to digital technologies.  

The major goals of this initiative are to provide students with 21st Century learning environments both at home and in school, and to give all students access to technology resources. One item that most students already have that could help us accomplish these goals is the cell phone.  The cell phone will give us the opportunity and the responsibility to utilize research-based, technology-enabled practices to inspire and capture the imagination of our students. 

As the sign says outside of our school, we are a “Model School under Construction.”  Bate Middle School is leading the way in this endeavor.  We are one of the few schools in Kentucky that will be using the cell phone not as a toy but as a tool for learning.  We are excited that this work is not only on the teachers and administration’s shoulders, but also, the students, parents and community.

This is an exciting initiative and one that we believe will continue to improve learning through technology.  In the near future, the Literacy Committee will be hosting an open house to show off our cell phone usage in learning. We will also use that time to answer any questions.
